President 's Letter continued :

| have been told that FMCA members must be a member of our chapter before they can build with the chapter. While |
cannot bPnd any mention of that requirement in our By-Laws or Standing Rules, | think we should open our builds to any
FMCA member who wants to participate . After their brst build , then we should require chapter membership before a second
build . Some have argued that the cost of membership is minimal and shouldn 't be a major obstacle for anyone. Most FMCA
members belong to multiple chapters and added together , annual dues can be a signibcant amount of money. Potential
members would like to know what value will be gained for the dollars they spend before committing . | think we can afford to
wait for a potential member to decide if joining our chapter holds the value we all believe it does.

Following the general membership meeting , | felt compelled to do something that | found quite distasteful ;I cancelled the
Farmington Build. Most of you know that the Las Cruces Build was cancelled because the affiliate was unable to provide any
meaningful work for the 6 coach team that would require more than aday or two. Deann Harrington immediately began a
search for another build site and was successful in Pnding the Farmington , NM affiliate. Farmington needed an experienced
team to bnish framing and to set trusses.

When | gathered the team members after the general membership meeting , | quickly realized that two problems existed .
First, 1 only had 10 chapter members and secondly , of those 10, only 7 were physically capable of handling trusses. For those
of you who have set trusses without a crane or lift , you know that physical strength is paramount and without adequate
numbers , you run the risk of someone getting hurt. | could not take that chance and cancelled . This brings me to the next
topic ; ambivalence or lack of volunteers for builds .

Ambivalence is a problem for our chapter and FMCA. We are not alone, this is a problem that is part of human nature . It
impacts our chapter in the lack of response we get in attempting to put together a build team. Maybe the problem lies in our
expectations of our members but | feel that as a nation we have become more concerned with ourselves and what is best for
us; not what we might do to help others. If we can bnd the strength to set aside our personal concerns and problems for a
moment and offer help to someone else, the rewards comes back to us tenfold .

Thank you for the conbdence you have placed in me by electing me as your President. | pray that | will not disappoint you.

Condensed Minutes of GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING
THURSDAY, MARCH 25, 2010 - ALBUQUERQUE, NM

Minutes of Perry GeorgiaOs meeting were approved as written in our
newsletter.

In lieu of the treasurerOs report, John Harder gave the 2009 Audit Report
which was a balance of $11,721.80 in Wells Fargo and $5,035.43 in
Project Code 1108012 at HFHI in Americus.  These balances were as of
Fiscal Year End 12-31-09. John and Nancy Jo Fridline had reviewed the
financials. Motion to accept the Audit Report (Joe Hipp), seconded (Bob
Mills).

Sonny Gillespie, INTO Area President, gave his report to the Chapter from
the Presidentds Forum. He indicated that things, both financially and
member-wise, are beginning to turn around and starting to gain numbers.

VP-MEMBERSHIP: Dave Salter reported that in December 2009, there were 109 members whose dues were expiring. As
of the convention, 49 still had not responded and approximately 15 had replied, declining to renew for various reasons.
We had 3 new members and 3 renewals sign up at the Habitat Table. As of the meeting, we have 141 paid up members.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT: Bill stated that he just wanted to tell everyone that his presidential experiences had been very
good, attending conventions and builds. He was encouraged that builds were beginning to fill up, especially in Florida in
February. He asked everyone to get involved and keep the program going.

OLD BUSINESS: There was no old business.

NEW BUSINESS: John Harder, Charmaine Irwin and Barri Amor were the nominating Committee for this yearOselections.
Since Barri Amor has passed away very unexpectedly earlier this year, John delivered a very heartwarming remembrance of
him.
